Episcopal Place has launched a $1.1 million 
renovation project that will upgrade resident apart-
ments and update the original part of the facility, 
which opened in 1980. 

The 100 apartments in the original building 
will receive updated kitchens, including new cabinets, 
appliances and flooring, according to Tim Blanton, 
executive director of Episcopal Place.  Common areas 
in the building will be repainted and recarpeted and a 
new roof, cooling tower and boiler will be installed. 
Funding for the project is coming from the recent   
refinancing of the debt on Episcopal Place I.
